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The minutes from November, 2008 were accepted as written.  Sandi reported that the 
Treasurer’s report will be in the December, 2008 newsletter for review. 
 
The current officers’ terms will expire in February, 2009.  Sandi appointed Carol 
Hulse, Audrey Meloche and Mary Faye Crosby to the nominating committee.  All of 
the current officers have agreed to serve another term if elected.  Sandi asked if anyone 
else was interested in serving; there were no volunteers. 
 
Sandi reviewed a proposed change to the Chapter Standing Rules.  Currently the 
standing rules require that each member must do one of the following each 24-month 
period:

c. Co-host two monthly campouts every, or 
d. Donate $50.00 to the treasury at the end of the 24-month period. 
   

The $50 donation has not been enforced so the proposed change would eliminate this 
requirement.  The change will be placed on the ballot for member consideration.

FMCA NATIONAL DIRECTOR – JUDY KEY 

 

The Executive Board meetings in Cincinnati in November were pretty intense as the 
organization faces serious declines in magazine advertising, convention sponsorships 
and a declining membership base.  Suffice it to say that no one wants to cut member 
benefits or Cincinnati staff (which means a reduction in service).  However, we have 
reached the point where there is no choice but to rethink what is important to the 
organization and what can we live without at least until the economy improves and 
hopefully the RV industry regains some momentum.   
             

On that note, the National officers have decided to reduce their travel 
reimbursement by 50% and the Executive Director has been challenged to significantly 
reduce the costs of running our organization.   He suggested that we suspend the prize 
packages offered to the chapters until things improve.  That could save us roughly 
$50,000 per year.  He has a long way to go to meet his goal and some tough decisions 
will have to be made.   
             

I trust any of you who need to deal with the National Office will remember that 
the work force has already been reduced and in-house responsibilities increased.  Be 
patient and know that each person there is doing their best to serve the members.  If 
there are any questions I can answer, please don’t hesitate to contact me. 
  
            On a happier note, we are looking forward to the Western Area Rally in Indio, 
CA – January 7-11 and 81st Convention in Perry, Georgia – March 16-19.  It would be 
good to see at least some of you at both.  If you are going to Perry, you might want to 
consider going to Brooksville, FL for the Southeast Area Rally – February 4-8.  This is 
the largest area rally (Indio is second).  We will be going for the first time this year but 
have heard great things about it including that they have their own busses that various 
chapters painted this past year.

Several at our last campout asked me to forward the recipe for the salad I 
brought.   

 
Cranberry Jello Salad 

 
Mix 2 cups of boiling hot water into a large box of Sugar-Free Raspberry Jello.  
Stir for 2 minutes until completely dissolved. 
Add; 
1 c. crushed canned whole berry cranberry sauce 
1 C crushed pineapple (well drained) 
1 c chopped walnuts 
3/4 c port wine 
 
Pour into a jello mold and top with sour cream.
