FMCA NATIONAL DIRECTOR - JUDY KEY

The National FMCA Convention at Bowling Green, Ohio was a major disappointment
to us. We were much more disappointed by the actions of the Governing Board than
we were with the outcome of the election.

These are difficult times for much of the economy and many organizations such as
ours. The Governing Board approved a 10% cut in wages for all of our Cincinnati
employees and a 50% reduction in travel reimbursement for the Executive Board and
then voted themselves’ a raise in the amount of reimbursement they receive for



attending the Governing Board. They also insisted that we keep Medex that will cost
FMCA almost $500,000 in 2010. The final budget that they approved for 2010 shows
an operating loss of more than $800,000! We don’t think this is the way to run an
organization.

Having said all that we do wish the new Board the best and we will support them and
try to help the organization.
